· Incorrectly names Jews as a race
· Struggle for world domination

· Sets up idea that Jews are not Germans and isolates them
Nuremberg Laws:
· Germany – 1935

· Deprived Jews of political rights

· 1938 – Germany
· “Night of the Broken Glass”
· Organized violence against Jews throughout Germany and ____________________
Ghettos:
· 1939-45 - German occupied territories
· Small areas of a city where _________________ were isolated
Deportations:
· 1939-1945 - Throughout Europe
· Movement of Jews to ghettos and then to camps
Camps:
· 1939-1945 - Throughout __________________________
· Different types: labor camps, concentration camps, and death camps
Liberation:
· 1944-45  - Throughout Europe
· Allies liberate camps
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
